In cases also in which through tickets are issued for a journey which does not commence on any of the Com-
pany's services they are issued by the Company as agents for and on behaif of the companies or owners on whose railways, ships, vehicles, ferries or aeroplanes they
are available, and when the journey is not continuous through tickets and/or interchangeable tickets do not include the cost of transfer between railway termini in towns
or between railway stations, vehicles, ferries, ships and air stations.
